Balance of Power as Foreign Policy

A number of scholars apply the concept of balance of power to guide American foreign policy.
Scholars disagree on whether Washington should engage in offshore balancing (as argued by Art
2003) or deep engagement (as argued by Brooks, et al. 2013). Offshore balancing entails
refrenchment in Europe, Asia, and the Middle East. As Gholz, et al. 1997 argues, too much American
power will provoke hard balancing among the major powers. Alternatively, deep American
engagement, according to supporters, will dissuade other states from attempting to challenge the
United States in a military arms race, which discourages regional security competition and reassures
allies. Of particular importance, as discussed by Friedberg 2005 and Christensen 2008, is the rise of

China and the response of the “Great Powers.”

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Theories

Theories of communication and public opinion often situate mass media and interpersonal
discussion as shapers of public opinion. Agenda Seffing identifies mass media effects on how people
think; the SpiraloF Silenee hypothesizes that what people see in the media and in their own lives wil
influence what they do; and according to both Framing and the Third-Person Effect, the media will
affect how people think, feel, and act. Deliberation is a theory that explicitly takes into account the
influences of both mass and interpersonal communication.

Agenda Setting

The formulation of agenda setting in McCombs and Shaw 1972 presented the notion that increased
coverage of an issue led to greater perceived importance of that issue. Citing Cohen 1963 and
drawing upon the ideas of Lippmann 1922, McCombs and Shaw put forth a cognitive effect of mass
media. lyengar and Kinder 1987 broadened agenda setting effects from newspapers to television
The expansion of agenda setfing's theoretical boundaries can be seen in McCombs, ef al. 1997 and
is summarized in McCombs 2004. A special issue of Journal of Communication (Tewksbury and
Scheufele 2007) juxiaposes agenda setfing with similar concepis and reviews key intellectual

Abstract: This study aims to investigate the relationships between citizens' populist attitudes, perceptions of public opinion, and perceptions of mainstream news media. Relying on social identity theory
